It was founded on November 12, 1918 by the resolution of the
Vitebsk provincial department of public education. It was
opened for visits in May 1919 in the building of the former
theological seminary. On November 19, 1924, the Sovnarkom
of the BSSR adopted a resolution on the establishment of the
Vitebsk branch of the Belarusian State Museum. The museum
is located in the building of the former town hall, where the
first expositions were opened to visitors on April 27, 1925.
After the reconstruction of the town hall building (1992), the
exposition area is more than 2 thousand sq.m. Expositions in
the main building: "Nature of the Vitebsk region", "Ancient
Vitebsk IX - X1V centuries"”, "Vitebsk region during the Great
Patriotic War of 1941-1945". In the funds: materials of
archeological excavations in Vitebsk region (products from
flint, bones, horns, leather shoes of XII - XIII centuries, birch-
bark deeds of XIII - XVI centuries, pens, ornaments from
glass, carnelian, amber, stucco and pottery), collections natural
sciences, numismatics, sphragistics, porcelain, weapons, old
printed books of the XVII - XVIII centuries, tools and
household items of the 18-20 centuries, personal funds of
historians and local historians Anton Brodovsky, Alexei
Sapunov and Vaclav Fedorovich. Materials on the activities of
political parties in Vitebsk, the events of the 1905-07
revolution, the February and Great October Revolutions,
Soviet figures Mikhail Evstigneev, Semyon Krylov, August
Bitte, etc. A special place is occupied by materials on the Great
Patriotic War: exhibits on the activities. regional committee of
the CP (b) B, Vitebsk, Orsha, Lepel underground, Obol,
Proshkov, Osintorf underground organizations, the liberation
of the region from the German-Fascist. invaders in 1944, about
the guerrilla movement in the Vitebsk region - guerrilla
leaflets, newspapers, weapons, awards and personal belongings
of Mina Shmyrev, Vladimir Lobank, Danila Raitsev, Alexei
Danukalov.

According to incomplete data, only for the period from
July 18 to December 18, 1942, 3,026 people passed through
the SD cells. The restored cells present photo-documentary
materials about the heroes of the Vitebsk underground
languishing here: Vera Khoruzhei, Sofia Pankova, Evdokia
Suranova, Antonina Ermakovich, R. Sheryakova, E.
Grebenkova, L. Berezkina, L. Marchenko and others.
